Visitation Guidelines and Hours

The Aroostook County Jail encourages residents to maintain strong ties with their families
and communities by providing opportunities for visitation. Visits help residents stay
connected with their loved ones, fostering emotional support and contributing positively to
their rehabilitation process. To ensure that visits occur smoothly, the jail has established
clear guidelines for scheduling and attending visits, as well as specific visitation hours.
These measures promote a safe and organized environment for both visitors and residents.

Arranging a Visit

To arrange a visit with an resident, you must follow specific procedures to ensure that the
visit is properly scheduled and adheres to the jail's rules.

Contact the Jail

You can schedule a visit by contacting the Aroostook County Jail directly at (207) 532-9929.
Visits must be arranged at least one day in advance to ensure that the facility can
accommodate your visit and that there are no scheduling conflicts. This advance planning
is crucial because the facility operates on a structured schedule, and visits are subject to
availability depending on the resident’s classification and the facility’s operational needs.

Provide Necessary Information

When scheduling your visit, you will need to provide your full name, relationship to
resident, and the name of the resident you wish to visit. It is important to ensure that all
information provided is accurate, as any errors may lead to scheduling issues or denied
access.

Rules and Regulations for Visits

To maintain the safety and security of the facility, the Aroostook County Jail enforces strict
rules for all visitors. These rules must be followed at all times to ensure that the visit runs
smoothly and that all individuals within the facility remain safe.

Valid Photo Identification Required

All visitors must present a valid photo ID when entering the facility. Acceptable forms of
identification include driver’s licenses, state-issued ID cards, or passports. This policy
helps verify the identity of each visitor, ensuring that only authorized individuals are
allowed into the visitation area. Without proper identification, visitors will not be permitted
to enter the facility, so it is important to come prepared.



Adult Supervision for Minors

Visitors under the age of 18 must be accompanied by an adult throughout the visit. This
rule ensures that minors are supervised and that their behavior complies with the facility’s
guidelines. The jail requires that the accompanying adult be responsible for the minor's
conduct during the visit, and failure to supervise children appropriately may result in
termination of the visit. *Adult must be the legal guardian and provide proof.

Dress Code and Behavior

Visitors are expected to follow the jail's dress code, which prohibits revealing or
inappropriate clothing. Apparel that contains offensive images or language, as well as
excessively tight or revealing outfits, is not allowed. This policy is in place to maintain a
respectful environment within the facility. Inappropriate dress or disruptive behavior can
result in denial of the visit or removal from the facility.

Prohibited Items During Visits

Visitors are not allowed to bring food, drink, or personal items into the visitation area. All
personal belongings, including bags, electronic devices, and weapons, must be left outside
the facility or in designated storage areas. This policy helps maintain the security of the jail,
reducing the risk of contraband entering the facility. Visitors should also refrain from
attempting to give anything directly to residents during visits, as this is strictly prohibited.

Sobriety Requirement

Visitors must not be under the influence of alcohol or drugs when arriving for a visit. Any
individual who appears intoxicated or behaves erratically will be denied entry, and the visit
will be canceled. This policy is in place to ensure the safety and well-being of both
residents and staff members during the visitation period.

Visitation Hours

The Aroostook County Jail has desighated visitation hours, which may vary based on the
day of the week, the resident’s classification, and the facility’s operational needs. To ensure
a successfulvisit, it is important to verify the visitation hours by contacting the jail or by
referring to information contained on our official website. Current visitation hours are
Thursday 6:00 PM - 10:00 PM and Saturday 8:30 AM - 11:30 AM & 1:00 PM - 2:00 PM.
